1.  Do they come from the same category?  (ex. Are they both animals, or foods, or vehicles?)


2.  Do they look alike?  (ex. Are they the same shape, color,

size, texture?)


3.  Are they made of the same material?  (ex. Wood, plastic,

glass, cloth?)

After your child has decided whether the objects are alike or different, the question “How are they alike/different?” is asked.

Help your child to answer this question with the above questions in mind.  I am requesting that he/she uses complete sentences during this practice session.  (ex. A ball and a block are different
because . . .)
